Born in 1980 in Hokkaido, Japan. He spent his childhood in Tokachi, Hokkaido. At the age of 15, he moved to the
United Kingdom alone and later completed the MA Animation program at the Royal College of Art. He is currently

based in Nagano.

At the 2010 Japan Media Arts Festival, he won the Grand Prize for FLOW, surpassing professional animation artists.
His 2013 masterpiece, £ IN MOTION No.2, reminiscent of traditional Japanese picture scrolls (emaki), received
numerous Grand Prix awards at animation festivals around the world. In 2021, Iizuna Fair was selected for the
permanent collection of the Nagano Prefectural Art Museum and also won many top prizes at international animation

festivals. He has received more than 20 Grand Prix awards in total.

Events that seem almost impossible to believe are happening simultaneously on this same Earth unfold along an
extraordinarily slow timeline, eventually returning to the same place in an endless loop. The worldview he portrays—

rendered through his panoramic, bird’s-eye perspective of this world—is truly breathtaking.

His next work, Children’s Hymn, is the final chapter of a trilogy.
